MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

WITNESSETH:  


Whereas, the 1987 Philippine constitution provides that the State recognizes the vital role of the youth in nation-building and shall promote and protect their physical, moral, spiritual, intellectual, and social well-being;

 
Whereas, the State recognizes its responsibility to enable the youth to fulfill their vital role in nation building and declares that “Youth” is the critical period in a person’s growth and development  from the onset of adolescence towards the peak of mature, self-reliant and responsible adulthood;

Whereas, Executive Order No 788 dated March 30, 2009 “Promoting A Youth National Service” targets youth 18 to 24 years old among other sectors including government, religious and civic groups and non-governmental organizations harnessing our people to engage in  coordinated volunteer activities;   
Whereas, the mandate of the DOLE is to promote gainful employment opportunities, develop human resources, protect workers and promote their welfare, which is carried out through its policies, programs and projects;


Whereas, the DOLE, in support of EO 788, is implementing an earning and learning project named Kabataan Information Technology Opportunities (K-ITo), through which the IT-literate unemployed youth shall be tapped in improving IT literacy among the out-of-school youth and other disadvantaged youth through free mentoring sessions and in bringing the government closer to the people through free, supervised internet access to online government programs and services; 

Whereas, the DOLE needs and welcomes the assistance of the PESO, LGU, educational institutions, private sector, youth organizations, non-government organizations and other  partners, for the effective and full implementation of the K-ITo Project;
Whereas, the ____________________________________  voluntarily adopts the K-ITo project concept and is willing to partner with the DOLE RO in implementation;

NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the above premises, the parties have agreed:

Section 1 - 
 The DOLE RO and the __(name of partner organization)_____ will jointly carry out the K-ITo in (specify the area or venue)   targeting to mobilize some _(specify the number)_  youth mentors.        
Section 2 -  
  For effective implementation, the parties will have the following roles and responsibilities:

The DOLE Regional and Field Offices shall:

a. Implement and supervise Kabataan ITO project; 

b. Conduct advocacy and awareness raising among the disadvantaged sectors through partner organizations; 

c. Orient  youth mentors about the K-ITo, the desired results and their role and monitor their progress;

d. Pay stipends to youth mentors for their service based on the rate of PhP25,00 per hour;

e. Prepare and submit the required accomplishment reports.
f. Issue Certificate of Recognition to youth mentors at the end of his or her service and Certificate of Completion to participants who would be able to finish the prescribed short modules; and

g. Prepare a roster of youth mentors and participant, upon project completion, for possible referral to wage and self-employment opportunities, thus ensuring continuity of intervention, and for other purposes.

a. Conduct advocacy and awareness raising among the disadvantaged sectors to be the project beneficiaries, specifically as:  

Youth Mentors

· Unemployed or underemployed youths aged 18 to 24 years old 

· Can perform electronic communication using computer technology

· Graduates or graduating students of high school or vocational-technical or college course

· Willing to render volunteer community service as mentors with a modest stipend

Participants in IT appreciation and familiarization sessions 

· Out-of-school youths and other disadvantaged youths willing to attend hands-on sessions; 

· Disadvantaged sectors and their dependents regardless of age, such as:

Overseas Filipino Workers (OFW), Occupationally Disabled Workers (ODW), Victims of work-connected contingencies and Persons with disabilities (PWD) 

· Indigenous peoples (IP)

· Workers in the informal economy

Requesting Clients or the Non-IT literate persons, regardless  of age wishing to have online access to government programs and services who may walk-in during the mentoring hour.  

b. Identify, screen, register and schedule the youth mentors and participants for voluntary service and IT appreciation and familiarization sessions, respectively
c. Provide a space for the K-ITo corner with available computer units and internet connectivity when needed
d. Prepare and submit the required accomplishment and other reports.

e. Assist in monitoring project implementation to ensure attainment of objectives. 
Section 3 -   This Agreement shall be effective from the date of signing of this Memorandum of Agreement by the parties and for the entire duration of the K-ITO Project.  However, either party may terminate this Agreement without cause, by giving written notice to the other at least thirty (30) days prior to the intended date of termination.  This shall be without prejudice to the right of each party to terminate the Agreement with immediate effect in case of violation by the other party of its obligations under this Agreement.
