MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:


This Memorandum of Agreement made and entered into, between:


The Department of Labor and Employment (DOLE), herein represented by its Regional Director, Atty. ANA C. DIONE, with office address at Cabinet Hill, Baguio City, Philippines   herein referred to as the FIRST PARTY;

The Cordillera Beekeepers Federation, represented by its Chairperson, ALVIN AYUGAT, as the Accredited Co Partner (ACP), with office address at Saint Louis University, Baguio City, herein referred to as the SECOND D PARTY;
· a n d –

The Local Governmetn Unit of Atok, represented by its Local Chief Executive, CONCEPCION BALAO, as the Accredited Co Partner (ACP), with office address at Sayangan, Atok, Benguet, herein referred to as the FOURTH PARTY;
· a n d –

The Topdac Atok Beekeepers Association, represented by its President, ROGER DUPING, as the beneficiary, with office address at Topdac, Atok, Benguet, herein referred to as the FOURTH PARTY;
W I T N E S S E T H

WHEREAS, the First Party implements the DOLE INTEGRATED LIVELIHOOD PROGRAM (DILP) thru Starter Kit Project in line with the Department Order No. 36-02.  This is in line with the Governments’ effort on poverty alleviation with the establishment of income generating activities;

WHEREAS, the FIRST, SECOND and THIRD PARTIES agreed to converge to provide alternative self employment to the constituents of the FOURTH PARTY; 

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereby agree to bind themselves to the following terms and conditions to wit:
I.  RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES:

a. The First Party (DOLE-CAR) shall:

1. Provide the fund assistance to the FOURTH PARTY thru the SECOND PARTY in the amount of THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FIFTY PESOS ONLY (P 300, 250.00) for the establishment of an Apiary at Topdac, Atok, Benguet; 
2. Orient the SECOND, THIRD and FOURTH PARTY of their duties and responsibilities prior to delivery of assistance to ensure that both the technical and administrative concerns relative to the project are adequately addressed;

3. Provide technical assistance to the PARTIES whenever necessary or as may be requested;

4. Own the equipments which shall be turned-over to the FOURTH PARTY after the project duration of THREE (3) years had lapse who shall acknowledge receipt of same through an Acknowledgement Receipt for Equipment (ARE); 

5. Monitor and inspect the project implementation of the FOURTH PARTY on a regular basis, verify financial records and reports in coordination with the SECOND AND THIRD PARTY;

6. Institute appropriate actions against the FOURTH PARTY which may include, among others, suspension or termination of the project in case of violation of the provisions of this MOA and/or in the retrieval of equipments if found not being used or abandoned of which the legal costs shall be shouldered by the SECOND PARTY.

b. The SECOND PARTY (CBF) shall:

1. Provide technical assistance to the FOURTH PARTY whenever necessary or as may be requested;
2. Facilitate the conduct of skills training on beekeeping and other appropriate colony management skills essential to the project as their counterpart;

3. Facilitate the delivery of materials and equipments at project site and oversee its installation;
4. Regularly monitor and evaluate the project to ensure its sustainability in coordination with the FIRST and THIRD PARTY;
5. Assist the FIRST and THIRD PARTY in the organizational management for the sustainability of the group and their livelihood project.
6. Submit liquidation reports to the FIRST PARTY thirty days (30) after payment of  tools, equipments and materials;
c. The THIRD PARTY (LGU) shall:

1. Provide technical assistance to the FOURTH PARTY whenever necessary or as may be requested;
2. Assist in the organizational management for the sustainability of the group and their livelihood project
3. Regularly monitor and evaluate the project to ensure its sustainability;
d. The FOURTH PARTY (Beneficiary) shall:
1. Upon establishment of the apiary and when it is necessary, shall secure written approval from FIRST PARTY for transfer of materials and equipments from the project site to another location;

2. Return project funds to the FIRST PARTY upon cease of operation as result of its unlawful acts or activities not in conformity with the project objectives, except closure of operation as caused by force majeure; 

3. Maintain a separate record for funds such as, but not limited to sales,  costs of personnel, office supplies, office space and other expenses , which shall be incorporated in the progress / final reports to be submitted to FIRST PARTY;
4. Maintain the project site, equipment and tools and the cost of maintenance throughout the project duration;

5. Abide by the approved policies governing the maintenance of the  equipment and tools used in the project;

6. Inform the THIRD, SECOND and FIRST PARTY in case of problems that may arise affecting their livelihood projects.

7. Keep and maintain records for the tools and materials grants received from the FIRST PARTY for regular inventory and maintenance; 

8.  Submit the required annual status report of the project as well as their organizational status, plans, activities, financial records and  terminal report (within 60 days after completion of the project) financial and physical status reports in the prescribed forms to the FIRST PARTY with required evidences like the  invoices, pictures, certificate of project completion and attendance sheets (to include names, complete addresses and signatures of participants);

9.  Allow access to or make available its records and facilities for the visitorial audit and examination of the FIRST PARTY and/or the Commission on Audit.   Said records should be maintained throughout the project;

10.  Advise and secure written approval from the FIRST PARTY for any major changes/deviations from the approved project proposal as to scheme/objectives/beneficiaries/budget as well as changes in the accountable officers of the organization.  Revisions should be at no extra cost to FIRST PARTY;

II.  DURATION OF THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROJECT: 
a. The project shall commence within thirty calendar days (30) days upon receipt of project funds by the SECOND PARTY from the FIRST PARTY.    
III. MODIFICATION / AMENDMENT AND EFFECTIVITY:

a. Any modification / amendment to this Agreement shall be subject to the mutual consent of the parties hereto;

b. In case of unauthorized deviations or alterations in the implementation of the approved project proposal, the THIRD PARTY shall be obliged to return the whole amount to the FIRST PARTY.  Unauthorized deviations or alterations shall also give the FIRST PARTY the right to stop payment of the check covering the amount of grant;

c. In case of authorized deviations, the FIRST PARTY shall have the discretion to reduce the amount in proportion to the projected expenses reflected in the original project proposal; and

d. This Agreement takes effect upon signing of the parties hereto and shall remain in force for the duration of the project.
